Ex: BOC to BOC = 31 ft 2 = 15.5 ft (Centerline Mark)

• Measure Back of Curb (BOC) to BOC
• Divide this number by 2, which equals the distance from BOC 

to Centerline
• Along the edge of the crosswalk, measure from BOC to 

Centerline and mark the Centerline

• Using a tape measure, make a straight line (parallel to the 
crosswalk) between the mark on the curb and the mark in the 
street

• Place a chalk mark at the Centerline measurement; same 
measurement as in Step 1 (i.e. 15.5 feet in this example)

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• From the Centerline mark, measure 3 feet towards each curb
• Mark each location; these will be the Edge Marks (outside edge 

of the ped island)

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• From the Edge Marks closest to the crosswalk, measure 6 feet 
away from the crosswalk towards the Edge Marks from Step 5

Step 8: Measure Point of Ped Island
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• Using a tape measure, make a straight line between the mark on 
the curb and the mark in the street

• Place a chalk mark at the Centerline measurement; same

• This will be the point of the Ped Island

Step 11: Paint White Outline

• Using a 4-inch roller, paint white over the chalk lines (this will be 
a base layer for the yellow paint in Step 12)

• Allow to dry before proceeding to Step 12

Note:  Go slowly and try to make the lines as straight as possible
Note:  Do NOT paint over the crosswalk



Step 12: Paint Yellow Outline
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PI: 6ft

• Using a 4-inch roller, paint yellow over the white lines
• Striping in the middle of the roadway must be yellow
• Without the white base layer of paint, the yellow paint does 

not show up well

Note: Do NOT paint through the crosswalk

Preparing the Delineators for Installation

Attach delineator posts to bases (per package instructions using pins provided)A

Posts are attached to the ground using Butyl padsB

To save cost and ease removal, Butyl pads are cut into piecesC

Use a utility knife to cut 2 vertical and horizontal lines to make 9 Butyl piecesD

Keep the wrappers on the cut pieces (to keep from sticking together)E

Store the pieces in a resealable plastic bagF

Once on-site, place 3 to 4 Butyl pieces on each delineator baseG

Place in location and stomp/step on to adhere to roadwayH

Note: To save time the day of installation, Steps 1 through 6 from the table above 
should be completed ahead of time. 
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Step 13: Install Delineator PostsPI: 6ft

• Start by placing a delineator post in the center of the point at 
either end

• Then work your way around the island, placing a delineator every
